The Position

The Student Librarian will:

· Provide in-person research help using the library’s catalogue, website, online research guides and business and interdisciplinary databases. 
· Work closely with the branch librarians to develop and/or maintain online instructional materials, including research guides.
· Assist branch librarians with other projects as time permits.
Qualifications
Required:

· Currently enrolled in the MLIS program, and have completed at least one term or have equivalent library experience.
· Familiarity with the UBC Library system and its online resources. 
· A strong interest in business research is essential; reference coaching and training will be provided.  
· Excellent oral and written communication skills; initiative, flexibility, and ability to work independently; reliability and flexibility in covering shifts
· Competency in searching and using online resources, including free web-based materials and proprietary electronic resources is essential.  
· Ability and enthusiasm for classroom instruction

Preferred:

· Reference and/or public service experience and teaching or presentation experience. 
· An academic background in Commerce is an asset but is not necessary.  
· Experience in developing print and/or electronic learning objects is an asset.
